Getting Started

Starting a drama ministry from scratch may seem like a daunting task.  Here are some tips that may help:

For the Pastor:

· Make sure the drama team has access to a rehearsal space

· Avoid scheduling any other church functions on rehearsal night

· Allow the team “creative license”

· Get the outline of your message to the team leader as soon as possible
· Offer feedback to the team

· Refer to the drama in your message

For the Leader and the Group

· Establish a shared “vision” for the group

· Share a meal before rehearsal

· Pray and fellowship before rehearsal

· Seek accountability

· Work at a comfortable pace (Don’t feel like you MUST have a skit every week)

· Communicate with each other (Talking AND listening)

· Have someone from your group who has experience lead an improvisation and/or acting workshop for those who do not

· (Leader) Allow the group creative license

· (Group) Pick someone to be an “idea” person.  Shape your creativity around the ideas that person brings.
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
